Leo Carrillo Ranch
Historic Park

Leo Carrillo was perhaps most well known for playing
the role of Pancho in the 1950s color television series,
The Cisco Kid. Leo was famous for his hospitality at

Los Quiotes, often hosting large groups of Hollywood
guests at his magnificent fiestas. Leo Carrillo Ranch
Historic Park is open 9 a.m. to 5 p.m., Tuesday through
Saturday, 11 a.m. to 5 p.m. on Sunday. The park is closed
on Monday. Park hours are extended one hour later
during the spring and summer months. Restrooms are
available during operating hours.

The open space vegetation includes riparian woodland,
freshwater marsh, baccharis scrub and non-native
grasslands. A seasonal creek within the drainage area of
the open space corridor supports nesting habitat and
protective cover from predators for birds. The majority
of wildlife in this habitat is small, commonly occurring
mammals, reptiles and aviary species, including the
California Gnatcatcher.
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Citywide Trail System

The goal of the citywide trails program is to meet the
changing and emerging leisure and quality of life needs
of Carlsbad residents, while supporting the protection
and preservation of open spaces and connecting
communities.

Leave your car behind and take a bike route or trail
instead. The city’s trails provide a comprehensive
network for non-motorized transportation routes,
connecting neighborhoods to commercial and business
areas, schools, parks and Carlsbad beaches.

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Trail Highlights

The approximately 4-mile trail is divided by Melrose Drive into two routes, one on each side of Melrose Drive.
The trail to the east of Melrose connects to the San Marcos trail system in the open space corridor at Carlsbad’s
eastern border. The trail west of Melrose connects with the trails of Bressi Ranch, The Greens and Alga Norte
Community Park. While hiking the trail be sure to stop by Leo Carrillo Ranch Historic Park, the jewel in the center
of the trail system.
